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PETITION INSTRUCTIONS

Prohibition on appeal

A matter falling within the jurisdiction of the Market Court cannot be appealed against under the Administrative Judicial Procedure Act (586/1996) on the grounds that the decision is contrary to the Act on Public Contracts (348/2007). The prohibition on appeal is based on section 82 of the Act on Public Contracts.

Referral to the Market Court

Where a breach of the Act on Public Contracts (348/2007) or any regulations based thereon is committed, the interested party or other entity referred to in the Act may refer the matter to the Market Court. The matter can also be referred to the Market Court in case of a breach of the European Community law or of the World Trade Organisation Agreement on Government Procurement. The proceedings will be based on a petition.

A petition must be submitted in writing no later than 14 days after the candidate or tenderer has received the decision, in writing, concerning his position or the results of the tendering procedure, including the grounds for the decision and written instructions on the referral of the matter to the Market Court (petition instructions). Concluding the contract does not prevent the processing of the petition. Unless proved otherwise, the notification is considered to be received within seven days of the dispatch of the document.

Drawing up and submitting a petition

A petition must specify the procurement case that the petition applies to and the petitioner’s demands and the grounds for them.

The petition must specify the petitioner’s name and domicile. Should the petitioner’s right to be heard be transferred to his legal representative or agent, or if the petition has been prepared by another person, the petition must also specify that person’s name and domicile. The petition must also include a postal address and a telephone number where the notices relating to the matter can be served on the petitioner.

The petition must be signed by the petitioner, his legal representative or agent. The petition must be annexed with the decision against which the petition is lodged, in original or copy, and a certificate of the date on which the petitioner has been notified of the decision or other evidence upon which the commencement of the appeal period can be verified.

The petition must be annexed with the documents on which the petitioner relies in support of his claim. An agent must append his power of attorney as provided in section 21 of the Administrative Judicial Procedure Act.The petition must be submitted to the Market Court within a 14-day appeal period which begins to run from the date the petitioner receives the decision, in writing, concerning his position or the results of the tendering procedure. The petition must be received by the Market Court during the court office hours no later than the last day of the appeal period. When calculating the appeal period, the day of notice is not included. Petitions to the office of the Market Court can be submitted by the petitioner in person, by an agent, through couriers, by post, telefax or e-mail as provided in the Act on Electronic Services and Communication in the Public Sector (13/2003). Should the last day of the appeal period be a public holiday, Finnish Independence Day, Finnish Labour Day (1 May), Christmas Eve, Midsummer Eve or a Saturday, the documents may be delivered to the Market Court on the first working day thereafter.
